201(HP), ECON 211(SI), PSCI 135(SI), HIST 201(HP). There are some elective credits in the History 
department that also carry CATC Thematic Core tags. Education classes that meet CATC Thematic Core 
tags: EDUC 225 (SI) and EDUC 497 (with EDUC 135 taken at Wheaton) meets the PI theme. A maximum 
of 3 themes may be met with courses also counting for the major. 

2 Majors must complete 4 credits in European history and 4 credits in non-Western history from Asia, 
Africa or Latin America. Of these 8 credits, 4 must be upper division courses. 

-The History/Social Science Major courses can be moved around to meet scheduling needs for students.
